“Once all gun-owners have registered their firearms, the government will know exactly who to confiscate them from.”

Slippery slope

“Sen. Jones opposes funding the attack submarine program because he promotes a weak military defense.”

Straw man

“Look at that poor homeless kitty. I bet it hasn’t eaten in days. You must adopt it.”

Appeal to emotion

“If we forbid partial-birth abortion, soon all abortion will become illegal.”
Slippery slope

 “Most Americans believe the Vietnam War wrong indefensible. Therefore, the Vietnam War was wrong.”

Ad populum
Jill:

“We should clean out the closets. They’re getting a bit messy." 

Bill: 
“Why? We just went through those closets last year. Do we have to clean them out everyday?” 

Jill:
“I never said anything about cleaning them out every day. You just want too keep all your junk forever, which is just ridiculous.”

Straw man
“Throughout time, people have believed in God. Therefore, you should also believe in God.”

Ad populum
“You can’t support making water companies public. Think of all the utility shares our family owns!”

Appeal to consequences
“Legalization of marijuana will inevitably lead to legalization of hard drugs like heroin.”
